“Social responsibility of the media” was the
subject of a national conference organized by the
Institute of Journalism and Mass Communication of
the University at Gorakhpur. The largely-attended
conference discussed, at length, various key aspects
of the subject.

In a thought-provoking presidential address, the
eminent thinker and critic, Prof. Parmanand
Shrivastava termed the short-cut tendency of the media
as ‘dangerous’. Because of this, the present-day
journalism was passing through a critical phase. He
urged upon the media professionals to consider this
situation in all seriousness in the larger interest of

preserving age-old traditions, culture and values.

Shri Achyutanand Mishra, Vice-Chancellor,
Makhanlal Chaturvedi National University of
Journalism and Communication called for re-

identifying the correct role and responsibility of the
media which was getting more and more governed by
market forces and market considerations. In this
context, he dwelt upon the role of the press during the
freedom struggle.

Prof. Ram Mohan Pathak, Director, Madan
Mohan Malaviya Hindi Patrakarita Sansthan, Kashi
Vidyapeeth, in his address, lamented the virtual eclipse
of the responsibility of the media towards the society.
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He said a journalist should have a total commitment
and involvement and work for the upliftment of the
society.

Besides the Faculty and students of the Institute,
a number of academics and opinion-builders

participated in the discussions.
