Press Council of India organized a programme
to mark National Press Day on November 16 at New
Delhi. The theme of the Day was WOMEN AND
MEDIA.

Inaugurating the very well-attended programme,
President of India, Smt. Pratibha Devisingh Patil said
the media has today become more powerful than ever
before. Its reach is expanding all the time on account
of the ever-increasing advances in technology.
Electronic media, in particular, has dramatically
penetrated into every home, she added. Lamenting
the discrimination against women, she called upon
political, economic and social institutions to work in
tandem to help women realize their rights and also
enable them to contribute their best in the profession
of media as also in other walks of life.
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In a thought-provoking presidential address,
Justice G.N. Ray, Chairman, Press Council of India
said that even though a vast majority of Indian women
work throughout their lives, yet the fact is that it is not
officially recognized. He called for corrective action
and steps to contain discrimination against women not
only in salary but also in promotions, work distribution
and working hours, besides gender inequality. Justice
Ray spoke at length on issues like wage discrimination,
crimes against women, under-representation of
women, gap in male-female ratio and portrayal of
women by the media.

A set of
guidelines for reporting on HIV and AIDS (prepared
by Press Council of India) and a Souvenir on Women
and Media were also formally released at the Nationa

Press Day function.
